Graph the equation:  3x – 7y = -17
You calculate the x-intercept to be  -17/3.  Let’s look at how to graph that:
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This area is called the point plotting area. 





You want to type an ordered pair so STEP #1 is to click on the ordered pair tool.





Type the -17 then click the fraction tool.





Type the 3 in the denominator then TAB or click the mouse to move to the second number in the ordered pair. Type the 0 there.





Now that you have the ordered pair typed in, click the plot a point tool.





And there is your point
